2 A.  Report from Ryan Smith, Poe & Associates on District growth in the area of 81st ST S. to 71st ST. S.  Ryan 
         gave 3 different scenarios for different lengths and widths of pipes to upgrade the water line. Sizes of pipe 
         included are 6”, 8”, 10”, distances were from 81st ST S. to 71st ST. S. and on to Briar Creek Subdivision.   

         Ryan reports water pressures are not an issue because we have good pressure; the issue is Fire protection.  A  

         6” line to Oakleaf Estates will not help fire protection, it will take a 10” line to raise pressure to 1000 gpm.. 
         Discussion centered around upgrading from a 6” line to a 10” line from 81st St. to Oakleaf; then an 8” to 10”  
         line from Oakleaf Estates to 71st ST.S. and a 6” from 71st to Briar Creek. 
B.  Discussion/vote on possible Board participation in increasing the line size of the of the above mentioned line        

      from a 6” line to a larger size and if the Board wants to continue the larger size to 71st Street South, in      

      anticipation of future growth.
